  Description: When you first enter the home page of this site there are many different icons labeled: game room, flash cards, puzzles, worksheets, homework helper, and what's new.  When you press the icons you find out more about each individual aspect. When you click on the game section, the site offers MATHO, like BINGO, Hidden pictures

  and Concentration. I especially enjoyed the hidden picture game. A math fact would appear on the left hand side of the screen and then the player had to put the answer in, if they identified the correct answer a box was removed from the hidden picture grid. This repeated until the whole picture was revealed. The worksheet section is very useful for

  teachers and parents. All you had to do was click the criterion you wanted and the

  number of questions and a practice worksheet appeared. This site is very useful and can be applied to any elementary classroom setting. The game section seems like it would be fun to try out in the classroom during tech. time. The games and worksheets can be adjusted to addition, subtraction, multiplication or division. I highly recommend this

  site as a way to reinforce basic computation and critical thinking skills.

  Description: This is a game that students can play on-line using either multiplication or addition.  The goal of this game is to make a homerun.  Once the student chooses to play either multiplication or addition, s/he needs to choose the difficulty level: single - easy, double -medium, and homerun - hard.  When the student is presented with a problem, s/he is also given nine choices and s/he needs to pick the correct answer in the given amount of time.  The difficulty of the problem is what determines how many bases the student will advance if the problem is answered correctly.  If a problem is answered incorrectly, then the student receives a strike and when the student receives three strikes, the game is over.  After each question is answered, either correctly or incorrectly the student has the chance to change the difficulty level.  The hard level is extremely challenging because it multiplies two digit fractions.  There are also links to other web sites that contain math games.

BigCharts is an easy-to-use investment research web site which provides access to research tools like interactive charts, quotes, industry analysis, intraday stock screeners, as well as market news and historical charts. Although Big Charts doesn’t seem like it would be a web site suitable for fifth-graders, it has served as a valuable math resource for the last three years.  I’ve used this site as an information tool for a long-term cooperative activity- the stock market, in which my students participate.  Not only does the site serve as way to get information, but it also gives the children the opportunity to witness real-life applications for the math that they are learning, which I believe is a motivating factor.

 Description: The home page tells its viewers that a new brainteaser is posted every Wednesday evening and that the correct solution will be posted 1 week later. The brainteasers are broken up into 3 sections: Grades 3-4, Grades 5-6, or Grades 7-8.  When the player clicks on the given grade level, they can either look at last weeks brain teaser and solution or try out the new brain teaser. When you click on this week’s brainteaser, a problem presents itself. If you’re feeling unsure about what to do first, there is a helpful hint button that will provide you with problem solving approaches that may be useful. This is a very useful site and I would recommend that it be used as a morning exercise every Wednesday. The students write down their solutions and it can be checked the following Wednesday when the correct solution is posted. This is a great way to enhance critical thinking.

1. Upon entering this site there are many icons labeled with the section name. This site had everything from interactive games to a parent place, where parents are given a great deal about what kinds of games would be suitable for the age and developmental stage of their child. I especially enjoyed the Math Baseball game that was available for

  students. What a fun way to reinforce basic math facts! When you click on Math Baseball a baseball diamond appears with a red player pitching in the field and a blue player at bat. A flash card is on the left-hand side. When the player is confident that they have filled in the correct answer, they click the swing button below the fact. The player swings and the computer decides weather or not the hit is a single, double, triple or home run. The batter runs the bases accordingly. This can be played as a 1 or 2 player game and the type of math can be changed according to grade level. Parents can also write messages about any questions or concerns about the site. I highly recommend this site for the use as a parent/student tool or in a classroom setting where games have  been pre-selected to enhance what has been taught in the classroom.
2.  Funbrain is an interactive site that encompasses math, and language arts in grades 3 through 5.   Students are entertained with activities and games that have them practicing their math facts using addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.  Other games allow students to practice comparing numbers, time and money.  This site is useful for teachers in that it provides paperless quizzes and grades them as well.  However, the quizlab portion of the site is no longer free, and teachers will have to pay a fee to utilize this service.  Students will have free access to practice their math facts.  Funbrain also provides a Curriculum Guide that helps teachers find games that would be most useful for their class.  The games are listed in alphabetical order and there is a brief description on each game.  Many of the games utilize animation, and this helps keep the students interest in learning.  

     My third grade students are currently using this site to practice their math facts.  I find this site to be kid friendly.  My students are usually able to work independently without assistance from me.
